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ABSTACT
This paper studies the development of music education in the institutions in Turkey since the declaration of Republic. The music education institutions and foundations were determined and studied in this respect.

This is a descriptive study based on literature review.
The study shows that the Turkish music education has an academic quality both artistically and scientifically and this quality is apparent on the institutional basis. 
INTRODUCTION

Upon the declaration of Republic, new institutions were founded to meet the needs of the Turkish society and/or give direction to the Turkish society. While founding new institutions, the society’s need for music was determined in the beginning of Republic and various institutions and foundations started working in this field. 


This paper aims to determine the institutions and foundations working for the musical education in Turkey. The study involves the institutions and foundations established to do formal musical education in Turkey upon the declaration of Republic. 

In the early years of Republic, as in many fields, there was an effort to make a cultural revolution, too. In this context, “music education was revised and the western music system and other kinds of music were begun to be included in the music education in Turkey”.
 
Following the westernization movements started during Ottoman Empire, the music education policy of the Turkish Republic entered into a new stage aiming to preserve, develop, modernize and universalize the national characteristics of it. In this level, nationality in essence, modernity in method and technique, universality in music were determined as three basic indispensible principle, criterion and goal.
 
Some music foundations, founded in line with the westernization efforts  that started during Ottoman Empire’s later times, continued their presence in Republican times, as well. 
These foundations are
DARÜLELHAN
Darülelhan was founded in Istanbul in 1917  to give oriental and western music education, but was closed in 1921 because it was unable to  serve during war time. It was reopened in 1923 upon the declaration of Republic.
 Then it was linked to Istanbul Municipal Conservatory. Today, it serves as the Istanbul University State Conservatory in western music. 
MUZIKA-I HÜMAYUN
Muzıka-i Hümayun, a House Orchestra in 1826, was linked to Caliphate for some time after the abolition of Dominion. After the abolition of Caliphate, it was turned into Rıyaset-i Cumhur Musiki board in Ankara in 1924 upon Atatürk’s order.
 Today, it serves as Presidency Symphony Orchestrate linked to Ministry of Culture in multi-voiced music. 

Apart from the two foundations mentioned above, other new music institutions and foundations were founded in line with the music policies of music education of republic 
The rest of the paper studies the formal music education institutions and foundations and their programs and goals.
GENERAL MUSIC EDUCATION
General Music education is given in nursery schools (pre-school education), primary schools, some secondary education schools and some faculties of the universities of Higher Education in Turkey. 
In the early years of Republic, music class was available only in the curricula of the primary schools in the cities. From 1948 on, it began to be placed in the curricula of the primary schools in the villages. Thus, the music education gap between the curricula of the primary schools in the cities and the curricula of the primary schools in the villages was tried to be filled through 1948 program. Music class became compulsory in the secondary schools from the early years of Republic.

Today, music class is present in the curricula of each class of the eight year- primary schools, which are a combination of primary schools and secondary schools of the compulsory eight-year education. Furthermore, With the inclusion of compulsory eight year education, the music class is put in the curricula of the primary schools, which are a combination of primary and secondary schools. Furthermore, Primary Schools Music Teaching Program, which was put in application in 1994, shows that it has been a considerable progress in general music education. The primary level goals of the program are to raise students’ consciousness in musical events besides music knowledge, to make them understand the differentiations and features of the music events and to enable them acquire basic music skills. The program also aims to have students realize the basic rules of listening to and making music, have them interact with their friends and develop love for Atatürk through music. The secondary basic goals are top down ones, they aim to have students realize the music events and activities in their environment, have them acquire music knowledge and skills, enable them to recognize music writings, read them, understand scales, differentiate the resonance levels. This program also includes Atatürk’s artistic perspective of music artists and music foundations.
 In this context it can be said that primary schools are the most important steps in the general music education. However, this first level is taught by the class teacher. This causes some problems in the application of the program. 

There are various types of secondary education schools in Turkey. These are General High Schools, Anatolian High Schools, Anatolian Teacher High Schools, Science Schools and various types of vocational schools. Music class was first put in the curricula of General High Schools in 1952.
 Today music class is either compulsory or elective in these high schools. In some universities of Higher Education Council, music class is elective in some faculties. 

Music class is compulsory and well-planned in some schools. 

VOCATIONAL MUSIC EDUCATION 
MUSIC TEACHER EDUCATION
Music teacher education first began in “Musiki Muallim Mektebi”(Music Teacher School) in Ankara, Turkey in 1924.
 This school was founded to train and educate Music Teachers for Primary and Secondary Schools. This school, which served from 1924 to 1936 as Music Teacher School, was turned into Gazi Educational Institute Music Branch, which served from 1937 to 1978, then it became a four-year Gazi Educational High School Department during the years 1978-1982 and afterwards Music Department was founded in Faculty of Education of Gazi University, which has degree programs in M.A., PhD and Proficiency in Art.
 In the reconstruction process of education faculties in Turkey, in accordance with the 97.39.2161 numbered decision taken by Higher Education Council on November 4, 1997, Gazi University, Faculty of Education, Fine Arts Education Department Music Teaching Branch has M.A., Ph. D and Proficiency in Art programs.
 Around fifty students for undergraduate studies, ten students for M.A. studies and five students for Ph.D studies are accepted each year. Also, in accordance with the item 35 of 2547 numbered Higher Education Council Law, more than 30 students are accepted from the university graduates working at Turkish universities as instructors to meet the demand for instructors with M.A and PhD degrees in music teaching education. 

The music teaching department at Gazi University educated and graduated music teachers until 1969 in Turkey on its own. In 1969-70 educational terms, Istanbul Education Institute, and in 1980-1981 educational terms Bursa Uludag University opened their own music teaching departments.
 Today the number of music teaching departments has reached 24. They have the capacity to train and educate teachers in different study programs
In the education faculties within the context of music teacher education, the music education given at class teacher education departments and pre-school teacher education departments is described as a peculiar music education based on general and amateur music education”.
 “Especially primary school teacher education institutions began putting music class in their curricula from the early years of Republic.”
  

CONSERVATORIES
Darulelhan is the first institution that was founded to train composers and singers. It had both oriental and western music education programs.
 Another important step in music education field was the Ankara State Conservatory and Music Teacher School that was founded by renowned German composer and musician Paul Hindemith under the same roof.
 Today, it has become Hacettepe State Conservatory. 
Apart from western music, Turkish music conservatories were founded to meet the demands. The first one of these was Istanbul Technical University, Turkish Music Conservatory founded in 1975”.

Within the new vocational music education context the Music Sciences Department was opened in the Fine Arts Faculty of Aegean University in 1975. 
Another type of vocational music education school is the secondary education Anatolian Fine Arts High School with Music Education Departments. The first one was opened in Istanbul in 1989. Their number has risen to 60 now. 
FINE ARTS FACULTIES
They were Musicology Departments in Fine Arts Faculties of Universities founded in the mid 1970s’. The first Academic Institution of Musicology is the Musical Sciences Department founded in Fine Arts Faculty in İzmir in 1976.

DISCUSSION
Atatürk, who built the fundaments of the Republic on solid basis, felt the need to make important changes in music education as in many fields. This revolution was not only in the music field but also in all educational fields. In his time despite post-war hardships the country had, Turkish students were sent abroad for Music education. In 1930s’ music education experts were invited into the country from abroad, as well. 
In his opening speech, Atatürk addressed to the deputies in Turkish Grand National Assembly on November 1st 1934 “I know how you want the Turkish youth to have a good education in all every field of Fine Arts. This opportunity is being given to them now. The scale of change of a nation is the nation’s progress in Music education and how they grip it”.
 
RESULTS
The progress in the Music Education starting with the declaration of the Republic in Turkey has reached a universal level. One of the most important indicators of this is that the Music class has become a compulsory class both in nursery schools and primary schools through the unity of education in Turkey. . 
Music Departments in Education Faculties educate students to be Music teachers in Nursery schools, Primary schools and Secondary schools. Conservatories train students to be composers, soloists, orchestra players and music writers. 
Fine Arts Faculties give education in Musicology and Music Technology.

It is apparent that Music Education in Turkey has become well-organized and defined its branches in the academic educational sciences.  
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
